Dear Dry Cleaner:

I am writing to let you know that perchloroethylene has been designated as a higher hazard substance under the Toxics Use Reduction Act (TURA).  
New TURA requirements affect you if:

· You use 75 gallons or more of perchloroethylene in a calendar year, beginning in 2009; and

· You have 10 or more full-time employee equivalents working at your business.

TURA requirements include filing an annual Toxics Use Report with MassDEP and preparing a biannual Toxics Use Reduction Plan.
